· Successful applicants and their nominee will be contacted no later than two weeks after application close date. Prior to receiving the proceeds and within 28 days of application close date, the nominee will have to provide evidence of their identification and home address.
· All other applicants will be informed in writing of the panel’s decision.
· You can nominate more than one individual to be considered. Please fill out a separate application form per nominee.
· Please note: We will not write to tell you we have received your application.
